Biosimilars in India: a minireview

Biological products are a wide range of products including vaccines, blood and blood
components, allergenics, somatic cells, gene therapy, tissues and proteins. Unlike most traditional,
small-maolecule prascription drugs that are made through chemical processes, biological products are
generally made from human and/or animal materials. Biological products are usually larger than and
have a more complex structure than small-molecule prescription drugs. Such products may be
manufactured through biotechnolopy, derived from natural sources, or, in some cases, produced
synthetically.

A biosimilar is a biological product that is highly similar to a licensed reference biological
product notwithstanding minor differences in clinically inactive components, and for which there are
no clinically meaningful differences between the biological product and the reference product in
terms of the safety, purity, and potency of the product. The term “biosimilar” is in common use in
the European Union, while the term “follow on biologics” is more popular in the Amearican context.

Owing to affordability and easy accessibility, biosimilars have established a good reputation
among healthcare professionals. Though biosimilars are pgaining popularity in national and
international markets, it s important to remember that the biosimilars are not bioclogical generics.
These are rather unique molecules which are supported by only limited clinical data at the time of
appraval. Therefore, there are concerns regarding their efficacy, long-term safety and
immunogenicity.

Generic drugs are characterized by their chemical and therapeutic equivalence to the
branded, original, low molecular weight chemical drugs whose patents have expired. These are
essantially identical to the original product and sold under a common name. These are approved
through simplified registration procedure as abbreviated new drug application (ANDA), with
demonstration of bioequivalence. However, it is not possible to employ the same standards for the
evaluation or appraisal of biosimilars, as there are various differences between chemical generics
and biosimilars.

Biologics are an important component of the pharmaceutical industry and have grown
expanentially in the |ast decade. In recent years, the pharmaceutical industry has placed greater and
greater amphasis on developing biopharmaceutical-based drugs (biologics). As a result, the global
biologics market is expected to reach 5220 billion by 2019. By 2020, patents on several biological
praducts with global sales of more than USSE7 billion will expire. Thus, the trend would shift towards
biological drugs. Biologics have shown huge potential in curing the unmet demand of small drug
molecules. Thesa factors have caught the attention of the glabal pharmaceutical industry and have
polarized the industry towards biologic products. Given this, biosimilars, or “similar biologics” are
expected to become an important economic and therapeutic driver of the Indian pharmaceutical
market,

In India, similar biologics are regulated by the:
1. Drugs and Cosmetics Act, 1940 (Drugs and Cosmetics Act);
2. Drugs and Cosmetics Rules, 1945 (as amended from time to time);
3, Rules for the Manufacture, Use, Import, Export and Storape of Hazardous
Microorganisms and Genetically Engineered Organisms or Cells, 1989 [Rules 1989)
notified under the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986;
4. Recombinant DNA Safety Guidelines, 1990;
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5. Guidelines for Generating Preclinical and Clinical Data for rDNA Vaccines, Diagnostics
and other Biologicals, 1999;
6, The Central Drugs Standard Control Organization (CDSCO) Guidance for Industry, 2008
{including: (a) Submission of Clinical Trial Application for Evaluating Safety and
Efficacy; (b} Requirements for Permission of New Drugs Approval; [c) Post Approval
Changes in Biological Products: Quality, Safety and Efficacy Documents; and (d)
Preparation of the Quality Information for Drug Submission for New Drug Approval:
Biotechnological/Biological Products); and
7. Guidelines and Handbook for Institutional Biosafety Committees (IBSCs), 2011,
8. CDSCO and Department of Biotechnology [DBT) through the Review Committee on
Genetic Manipulation (RCGM), approve similar biologics using an abbreviated version
of the pathway applicable to new drugs. CDSCO is the highest regulatory authority in
India, addresses issues and challenges for ensuring the safety and efficacy of similar
biologics and establishes the appropriate regulatory pathways. Specfically, with
respect to similar biologics, COSCO is responsible for granting import/export licenses,
clinical trial approvals and permission for marketing and manufacturing. The RCGM is
responsible for monitoring all research scale activity and the approval of nonclinical
studies. The DBT is responsible for overseeing the development and preclinical
evaluation of recombinant biologics.
In 2012, COSCO, in collaboration with the DBT, issued the Guidelines on Similar Biclogics: Reguliatary
Reguirements for Marketing Authorization in india (Guidelines}). The Guidelines detail the regulatary
requirements, such as data requirements for the manufacturing, characterization, preclinical studies
and clinical trials, for receiving marketing authorization of similar biologics. The Guidelines are
applicable for similar biclogics developed in or imported into India.

According to the Guidelines, similar biologics are developed through a sequential process
designed to demonstrate the similarity, by extensive characterization studies, of the molecular and
quality attributes of the similar biologic with a reference biologic. The extent of the testing of the
similar biologic is likely to be less than that required for a refarence biologic; however, it is essential
that the testing of the similar biologic be sufficient to ensure that the product meet acceptable levels
of safety, efficacy and quality to ensure public health. Generally, a reduction in data requirements is
possible for preclinical and or clinical components of the development program by demonstrating
comparability of the product (to the reference biologic) and consistency in the production process. If
any significant differences in safety, efficacy and quality between the similar biologic and the
reference hiologic are identified, more extensive preclinical and clinical evaluation will be necessary,
It is quite likely in this instance that the product may not qualify as a similar biologic.

In order to gain a fair share of the global biosimilars products, services, technology and applications
market, Indian blosimilar players would need to invest heavily in creating alliances and discoveries.
Looking at the bio-pharma patent expiries, epoetin, human insulin, human growth hormone [HGH),
colony stimulating factors (C5Fs), interferon alpha and beta are the key products that would offer
huge opportunity if Indian players are able to manage the time to market.

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INDAZOLE: A POTENTIAL BIOACTIVE AGENT

Heterocydic compounds are important moieties imparting various biological activities, and
are important in the field of drug development and discovery. In 1884 Knoor discovered the
antipyretic action of pyrazole derivative in man. He named the compound Antipurine. This
stimulated the pyrazole chemistry. Indazoles have molecular formula C+HzMN3z, and have pyrazole ring
condensed with the benzene ring. The indazole heterocycle is normally referred to as 1H-indazole,
although it has two other potential tautomers 2H-indazole and 2H-indazole,

The 1H-indazole was found to be the dominant tautomer in the gaseous state and in agueous
solution, and this result is not reversed in the excited state by a solvent effect. X-ray diffraction
studies of N-unsubstituted indazoles confirm the general preference for 14 tautomers in the solid
state. 1H-Indazoles have benzenoid properties {(are aromatic in nature), while 2-substituted 2H-
indazoles have ortho-quinoid character. 3H-Indazoles lack heteroaromatic character and are very
rare.

Indazales are rare in nature, and so far only three natural products based on an indazole ring
have been isolated. These are the indazole alkaloids nigellicine, nigeglanine, and nigellidine. Among
the heterocyclic compounds, which are available for the preparation of potentially valuable new
building-blocks in medicinal chemistry, the indazole nucleus is probably one of the least studied. In
contrast to the abundance of publications on its bioisosteres e.g., indole or benzimidazole, there are
limited number of publications based on indazole chemistry, may be due to the fact that the indazole
molety is rather scarce in natural products. Even though, a large number of synthetically prepared
compounds have displayed biological and pharmacological properties. Bendazac, a non-steroidal
anti-inflammatory agent, used as an anti-cataract drug and Granisetron , a serotonin 5-HT3 receptor
antagonist used to treat and prevent nausea and vomiting induced by cancer chemotherapy, these
are the two examples of bioactive molecules of current interest. Other compound of interest isYC-l (a
puanylyl cyclise activator) used for the treatment of cardiovascular diseases or erectile dysfunction
and lonidamine drug used for treatment of cancer.

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Correlation of insulin resistance, type Il diabetes and obesity: An Overview

Diabetes mellitus refers to a group of common metabolic disorders that share the phenotype
of hyperglycemia. Several distinct types of DM exist and are causead by a complex interaction of
genome and environmental factors. Diabetes is now one of the most common non-communicable
diseases globally and is the fifth leading cause of death in many of the developed countries.
Depending on the etiology of the diabetes mellitus, factors contributing to hyperglycemia include
reduced insulin secretion, decreased glucose utilization, and increased glucose production. The
metabalic dysregulation associated with diabetes mellitus causes secondary pathophysiolopic
changes in multiple organ systems that impose a tremendous burden on the individual with diabetes
and on the health care system. Diabetes places a huge burden of iliness on sufferers and society.
Premature mortality in the diabetic population is double that of the non diabetic population.
Complications from diabetes such as coronary artery, peripheral vascular disease, diabetic
neuropathy, nephropathy and retinopathy result in increasing disability, reduced life expectancy and
enormous health costs virtually in every strata of society. The prevalence of diabetes mellitus is
increasing with ageing of the population and lifestyle changes assocdiated with rapid urbanization and
westarnization,

Diabetes mellitus is a worldwide problem, and type |l diabetes is found to be more prevalent.
The two metabolic defects characterizing type-ll diabetes mellitus are dearrangement of insulin
secretion that is delayed or is insufficient tissues to responds to insulin-called insulin resistance. B-
cell defect and insulin resistance are essential features of non-insulin dependent diabetes mellitus,
and both features are the focus of intensive investigation. Major characteristics of type || diabetes
include impaired utilization of glucose and resistance to the ability of insulin to stimulate glucose
uptake and disposal in tissues. In the United States, 6% of the current adult population is diagnosed
with type=I| diabetes mellitus. An additional 41 million people are prediabetic; with a constellation of
insulin resistance, hypertension, and dyslipidemia that puts them at increase risk for cardiovascular
marbidity and mortality.

Insulin resistance is a condition in which the body's cells become resistant to the effects of
insulin i.e. the normal response to a given amount of insulin is reduced. Insulin is @ hormone that is
praduced by the beta cells of the pancreas. These cells are scattered throughout the pancreas in
small clusters known as the islets of Langerhans. The insulin produced is released into the blood
stream and travels throughout the body. Insulin is essential in the metabolic process, mainly by
increasing glucose uptake in both muscle and adipose tissue and inhibiting hepatic glucose output.
Mareover, under physiological conditions, insulin stimulates lipogenesis, and glycogen and protein
synthesis, and inhibits lipolysis, glycogenalysis and protein breakdown. Therefore, insulin resistance
promotes profound dysregulation in these processes, which in turn resufts in higher circulating levels
of glucose, Normally glucose is carried by the bloodstream to individual cells, and insulin signals the
calls to absorb the glucose that fuels our bady. But when there is too much glucose in the bady, cells
become desensitized and the body continues to release more insulin, allowing blood sugar levels to
become high. As a result of insulin resistance, higher levels of insulin are needed in order to have its
proper effects. With insulin resistance, the pancreas produces more and more insulin until the
pancreas can no longer produce sufficient insulin for the body's demands, then blood supar rises,
Insulin resistance is a risk factor for development of diabetes and heart disease.

The root of insulin resistance is often linked to the macronutrient content in the diet, and
there is evidence that excessive consumption of numerous macronutrients such as carbohydrates,
fats, and even protein may eventually lead to the development of insulin resistance. Recent research
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suggests that a high intake of refined carbohydrates may be particularly deleterious in increasing the
risk of insulin resistance.

The number of obese individuals worldwide has reached 2.1 billion, leading to an explosion of
obesity —related health problems associated with increased morbidity and mortality. Besides an
obesogenic environment and reduced energy expenditure during work and leisure activities, one aof
the primary causes of the current epidemic of obesity and related metabolic disorders is related to
the western-style diet, which includes excessive intake of high-fat and high —sucrose foods.

Obesity and diabetes reaching epidemic proportions in the developed world, (WHO, 2000)
the role of insulin resistance and its sequelae is gaining prominence. Understanding the role of
insulin across a wide ranpe of physiological processes and the influences on its synthesis and
secretion, alongside its actions from the molecular to the whole body level, has significant
implications for much chronic disease seen in Westernised populations today. Consequently, more
than a century after sclentists began to elucidate the role of the pancreas in diabetes, the study of
insulin and insulin resistance remain in the forefront of medical research, relevant at all levels from
bench to bedside and to public health policy.

Ayurveda originated in India about five thousand years ago. Ayurveda is considered to have
evolved from Atharva Veda, one of the four Vedas. The objective is to give the feeling of
wellness, physically, mentally and spiritually, The basic concepts and fundamental principles aim
at establishing such a condition through correct and thorough knowledge of healthy living, A
parson can function normally only when his Doshas, Dhatus, Malas and Agni are in a state of
equilibrium.

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ATHEROSCLEROSIS

Atherosclerosis known as chronic and progressive disease of muscular arteries comprises
formation of calcified plaque and hardens the arteries through different etiopathogenesis. The major
risk factors in atherosclerosis include chronic diseases like diabetes, hypertension, myocardial
infarction, ischemia, stroke, and the coronary artery disease (CAD) and also vice-versa, Smoking, high
lipid diet, family history also plays crucial role in atherosclerosis. Vascular fibrosis is one of the
primary causes in development of atherosclerosis due to proliferation of vascular smooth muscles
cells (VSMC) and accumulation of extracellular matrix (ECM).Thrombeotic tendency, inhibition of
plasminogen activator-1 and higher levels of WBC, CRP, and fibrinogen intensify in atherosclerosis
progression. Oxidative stress and proinflammatory cytokines released by white blood cells are
associated with myocyte dysfunction. Elevated WBC Can lead to abnormal leukocyte aggregation,
vessel obstruction, endothelial injury, this is the initial step to develop atherosclerosis, CRP activates
the complement system, stimulate cytokine production, cause myocyte loss, and promote
atherosclerotic complications.

Population survey statistical data has estimated that more than 25% people are suffering at
high risk of atherosclerosis worldwide out of which 52% men and 32% women and 90.1%
people with hypercholesterolemic in developed country like US. Dyslipidaemia diagnosis (82.2%)
Circulation problem diagnosis (41.2%) Diabetes diagnosis (36.9%) Hypertension diagnosis (76.8%)
Past smokers (49.2%) major factor to introduce atherosclerosis. In Geographical distribution North
central people are more prone to atherosclerosis and in India north Indian people are on risk.
Proportion of mortality from ASVD increased following availability of insulin and extension of life-
expectancy. Currently, the average annual incidence of CAD has been found to be two to three folds
higher amongst patients with DM than non-diabetic subjects. Three-fourth of deaths in diabetics of
LUSA is consequent to Atherosclerotic vascular disease (ASVD).

PATHOGENESIS-
There are different stages in progression of atherosclerosis.

1.Endothelial Dysfunction

Cardiovascular risk  factors  promote
atherogenesis by damaging the endothelium,
which is involved in regulating vascular tone,
structure and inflammation, and thrombosis.
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2. Fatty-Streak Formation in
Atherosclerosis.

Fatty streaks initially consist of lipid-laden
monocytes and macrophages (foam cells)
together with T lymphocytes.Later they are
joined by various numbers of smooth-muscle

celis.

3. Formation of an Advanced Complicated
Lesion of Atherosclerosis,

As fatty streaks progress to intermediate and
advanced lesions, they tend to form a fibrous
cap that walls off the lesion from the lumen,

4. Unstable Fibrous Plagues In
Atherosclerosis.

Rupture of the fibrous cap or ulceration of
the fibrous plague can rapidly lead to
thrombosis and usually occurs at sites of
thinning of the fibrous cap that covers the

advanced lesion.

ICH defines impurities as for pharmaceutical products; impurities are substances in the
product that are not the AP itself or the excipients used to manufacture it. i.e. impurities are
unwanted chemicals that remain within the formulation or APl in small amount.

Forced degradation (FD) study is a process in which the natural degradation rate of
pharmaceutical product is increased by the application of an additional stress, Forced degradation is
a process that invalves degradation of drug products and drug substances at conditions more severa
than accelerated conditions and thus generates degradation products that can be studied to
determine the stability of the molecule. Forced degradation studies are also known as stress testing,
stress studies, stress decomposition studies, forced decompasition studies, etc,

The ICH guideline states that stress testing is intended to identify the likely degradation
products which further helps in determination of the intrinsic stability of the molecule and
establishing degradation pathways, and to validate the stability indicating procedures used. Forced
degradation (FD) study is a process in which the natural degradation rate of a pharmaceutical
preduct is increased by the application of an additional stress.

Forced degradation performed: It is very important to know when to perform forced
degradation studies for the development of new drug substance and new drug product. FDA
guldance states that stress testing should be performed in phase |l of regulatory submission process.
Stress studies should be done in different pH solutions, in the presence of oxygen and light, and at
elevated temperatures and humidity levels to determine the stability of the drug substance.
Objective of forced degradation studies

1. To establish degradation pathways of drug substances and drug products.
2. To differentiate degradation products that are related to drug products from those that are
generated from non-drug product in a formulation.
3. Toelucidate the structure of degradation products.
To determine the intrinsic stability of a drug substance in formulation.
5. To reveal the degradation mechanisms such as hydrolysis, oxidation, thermolysis or
photolysis of the drug substance and drug product
To understand the chemical properties of drug malecules.
To generate more stable formulations conditions.
To solve stability-related problems

Hydrolytic conditions (Acidic Degradation and Alkaline Degradation)
Hydrolytic study under acidic and basic condition involves catalysis of ionizable functional groups
present in the molecule. Acid or base stress testing involves forced degradation of a drug substance
by exposure to addic or basic conditions which generates primary degradants in desirable range. The
selection of the type and concentrations of acid or base depends on the stability of the drug
substance. Hydrochloric acid or sulfuric acids (0.1-1 M) for acid hydrolysis and sodium hydroxide or
potassium hydroxide (0.1-1M) for base hydrolysis are suggested as suitable reagents for hydrolysis.
The hydrolytic degradation of a new drug in acidic and alkaline condition can be studied by refluxing
the drugin 0.1 N HCl / 0.1 N NaOH. If reasonable degradation is seen, testing can be stopped at this
point. However in case no degradation is seen under these conditions the drug should be refluxed in
acid/alkali of higher strength and for longer duration of time.
For ex. I) Anastrozole, significantly degraded in basic conditions as compared to acidic conditions and
two new degradation products were formed under basic pH, §i) Doxofylline, a bronchodilator drug
that show degradation more in acidic condition.
Oxidative Degradation
The oxidative decomposition of pharmaceutical compounds is responsible for the instability of a
considerable number of pharmaceutical preparations.
Hydrogen peroxide is very common oxidant to produce oxidative degradation products which may
arise as minor impurities during long term stability studies. It can be used in the concentration range
of 3-30% at a temperature not exceeding 40°C for 2-8 days. The oxidative stress testing i initially
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carried out in 3% H;0; at room temperature for 6 hr and it can be increased/ decreased to achieve
sufficient degradation. The time can also be increased up to 24 hr with 30% or decreased up to 30
min with 1% of H.0;.
The functional group with labile hydrogen like benzylic carbon, allylic carbon, and tertiary carbon or
g — positions with respect to hetro atom is susceptible to oxidation to form hydroperoxides,
hydroxide or ketone.
Thermal Degradation
In general, rate of a reaction increase with increase in temperature, Hence, the drugs are susceptible
to degradation at higher temperature. Many APls are sensitive to heat or tropical temperatures.
Thermal degradation study is carried out at 40°C to 80°C. The most widely accepted temperature is
70°C at low and high humidity for 1-2 months. High temperature (=80°C) may not produce predictive
degradation pathway9, 27. The use of high-temperatures in predictive degradation studies assumes
that the drug molecule will follow the same pathway of decomposition at all temperatures.
Effect of temperature on thermal degradation of a drug is studied through Arrhenius equation:
K=Ae-Ea/RT
Where k is specific reaction rate, A is frequency factor, Ea is energy of activation, R is gas constant
(1.987 cal/deg mole) and T iz absolute temperature.
Photo Degradation
The rate of photodegradtion depends upon the intensity of incident light and quantity of light
absorbed by the drug molecule. Photolytic degradation is carried out by exposing the drug substance
{in solid as well as in the solution form) or drug product to a combination of visible and UV light. The
maost commonly accepted wavelength of light is in the range of 300-800 nm to cause the photolytic
degradation.
Functional groups like carbonyls, nitroaromatic, N-oxide, alkenes, arylchlorides, weak C-H and O-H
bonds, sulfides and polyenes are likely to introduce drug photosensitivity.

Basic factor consideration for stability study:-

Temperature: high temperature accelerate oxidation, reduction and hydrolysis reaction
which lead to drug degradation.
pH: Acidic and alkaline pH influence the rate of decompaosition of most drugs. Many drugs are
stable between pH 4 and 8. Weekly acidic and basic drugs show good solubility whan they
are ionized and they also decompose faster when they are ionized.
Moisture:

a. Water catalyses chemical reactions as oxidation, hydrolysis and reduction reaction

b, Water promotes microbial growth,
Light: Affects drug stability through its energy or thermal effect which lead to oxidation.
Pharmaceutical dosage forms: solid dosage forms are more stable than liguid dosage forms
for presence of water.
Oxygen: Exposure of drug farmulations to oxygen affects their stability
Concentration: Rate of drug degradation is constant for the solutions of the same drug with
differant concentration, So, ratio of degraded part to total amount of drug in diluted solution
i% bigger than of concentrated solution.

In conclusion of stability study will established shelf life for drug substance and storage
condition, every manufacturer of the APl should prform the stability studies as per the |CH
guidelines for potency of drug.
